
Print & Cut 
 
This works in both the Standard and Pro Software (I am using the Pro Software) 
 

1. Open a page the size of your printer paper in my case A4 21cm x 29.7cm. 
 

2. Import your image using File -> Import -> Image 
 

 
 

3. Now duplicate your image – select the image and use Alt+D this make a duplicate 
exactly on top of your original. Move it to one side as below. 

 
 



4. Click on AUTO TRACE – this brings up the Vectorization box,  

 
 

5. Click on the right hand icon which brings up a spider type mouse pointer and click on 
your image. You should now have the Intensity Detect box as below. 

  
 

6. Move the pointer on the Low slider all the way to the right and the right hand image 
should become a silhouette. 

 
 
Click OK to apply. 



7. In the Vectorization box click on the left hand icon (Blue arrow) and on your silhouette to 
vectorise it. 

 
 

8. Click on your vector and change its colour to something that contrasts with your original 
image and select the vector and your original image and using the Justification tool (Blue 
arrow) and then select the Horizontal and Vertical (Red arrow) 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



9. You should now have an image like this if you zoom in (I have thickened the line so that 
you can see it in blue). 

 
 

10. To help cut out any slight errors in alignment I always make my image slightly larger than 
I want the finished item and then at this point create an inline as shown below, select in 
line tool (blue arrow), select inline (red arrow) and deselect outline (green arrow) and set 
Thickness (orange arrow) so that it is just inside your shape (I am using 0.03cm)  

 
Now delete the original vector line (blue) 
 
 
 
 



11. Group your image and line together and click on the hide line button (red arrow) so that 
your red line will not show when you print. 

 
 

12. Multiply your grouped image the number of times you want to print and cut your image 
using the Edit-> Multiply object. Enter number of copies (blue arrow), Spacing (red 
arrow), Copy direction (green arrow), click OK (orange arrow). 

 
 
 



This will give you a line of three as below 

 
 

13. Now select all three and Multiply your grouped image the number of times you want to 
print and cut your image using the Edit-> Multiply object. Enter number of copies (blue 
arrow), Spacing (red arrow), Copy direction (green arrow), click OK (orange arrow). 

 



14. You should now have a page that looks like this, now group them all together. 

 
 

15. Create a coloured square at the top of your page and multiply x4 to the left. Now change 
the fill colour and line colour of each one so that they are all different and group them 
together. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



16. Now select the squares group and the image group and align them to one another to the 
right and group them together. Make sure you save at this point. 

 
 

17. You can now print your page. Print as many pages as you require. 
 

18. Once you have printed you page put it onto your mat aligning it to the top right hand 
corner placing it as squarely as you can (the squarer it is the better the results). 

  
 
 
 
 
 
 



19. Load the mat into your machine 

 
 

20. Using the arrow keys on your machine move the blade so that it lines up (you will need to 
look under the blade holder and press down on the plunger to see the blade) with the top 
right corner of your first square (in my case the orange square). 

 



 
21. Now in your Pazzles software select all the items and align the top right hand square to 

the top right hand corner of your page. To do this select your group and using the 
Transform box select position (red arrow), According to (blue arrow), X Pos (green arrow) 
21cm, Y Pos (purple arrow) 29.7cm, click on Apply. 

 
 

22. To Cut set your blade depth and go to CUT PROJECT, set the pressure and speed you 
normally use for the paper you have printed on. 

 
23. Select the colour of the square in the top right (orange in my case) and cut. 

 
24. DO NOT remove your mat  

 
25. Check on the accuracy of your cut and adjust by the amount of misalignment using the 

arrow keys and cut the next square to the left (blue in my case). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



26.  Again check the accuracy of your cut and repeat as in 25 to get it as accurate as 
possible before cutting your images.

27. DO NOT save your file without returning your group to its original position using the undo 
arrow, so that it is in the printing position ready to use again.
